On the 24th March, students from Year 9 went to the Peninsula Medical
School in Plymouth to participate in the Men In White Event, which is
part of National Science Week. The event saw the students extracting
DNA from bananas using household chemicals; looking at what goes on
in the School’s diabetes clinic and seeing what it's like to be a medical
researcher; working with fruit flies to help discover DNA mutations (best
demonstrated by putting the flies in a test tube under your arm!); and
investigating tissue and cell structure by using liquid nitrogen to preserve
cells, and sterilising the incubators and cell cultures.
